About us !
Little Appleseed Pre-school is privately owned by Mrs Sandra Chapman. 
Sandra has worked at Little Appleseed’s since 1995, being the supervisor for eight years prior to taking over as the owner in September 2011.
Little Appleseed’s is registered with Ofsted and received good on all aspects at our last inspection.
Our staff are caring, dedicated and motivated. All staff have enhanced CRB checks prior to starting work at the pre-school.
Our Aim
We aim to make your Childs time with us a happy and rewarding experience and a time to remember.
At Little Appleseed we strive to maintain a friendly atmosphere where children can thrive in a safe and caring environment, Play with other children and appropriate activities under the guidance of experienced staff.
We take children from the age of 2 years up to school entry age.
Children become eligible for government funded places the term after their 3rd birthday. You are entitled to claim up to 15 hours per week.
Curriculum information
We follow the Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS) set out by the Government.
The six principles are
· Personal, social and emotional development
· Communication, language and literacy.
· Problem solving, reasoning and numeracy.
· Knowledge and understanding of the world
· Creative development
· Physical development

Learning through play.
We organise our day, so children take part in a variety of child-chosen and adult-led activities. We cater for children’s individual needs and their energy levels. 
Children are allocated a Keyperson who completes observations to ensure each child is progressing within the EYFS. Parents/carers are encouraged to read and add to their child’s learning journal. Your child’s keyperson will help them settle at the pre-school and support them throughout their time with us.
We hold a parents consultation evening annually. Parents can speak to their childs keyperson, supervisor or owner before or after the session.
 Newsletters are produced at the beginning of each term, with events and term dates. Newsletters can be emailed to you or a hard copy is available.

Snacks
Little Appleseed’s offers a self choosing snack-bar. We promote healthy snacks, and water or milk to drink. Fresh drinking water is available at all times.

Sessions
We offer flexible sessions.
· Mornings 9.00am – 12 noon
· Afternoons 12.30pm – 3.00pm
· All day 9.00am – 3.00pm.
Children attending all day will need to bring in a packed lunch including a drink. (No sweets please). We have children with peanut allergies so please no peanuts or peanut butter sandwiches.

Outings
We have two secure outside areas, which we use daily (weather permitting). 
To enhance children’s learning we regularly take the children to the local park, walks to the local shops or occasionally to the local church.

Registering your child
We encourage parents/carers to visit the pre-school with their child. This enables you to see the pre-school in progress. Meet staff and any queries you may have can be discussed.
